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Incident Policy

If a child’s behaviour is such that is necessary to restrain them to prevent harm to adults, other children or serious damage to property it will be recorded and discussed with the parent.  Parents will be asked to sign to say they have understood and are in agreement with us over the handling of their child.  If a child is disruptive and endangering other children or staff, they will be moved away from the situation, this may involve some quiet time with a member of staff.

If a child seriously hurts another child or adult, i.e. biting, scratching, thumping, pushing, kicking or spitting, or if a child uses unacceptable language, parents will be informed of the behaviour. If involving another child the injured parties’ parents will be informed of the incident but not given the name of the perpetrator. 

The child’s behaviour will be monitored as appropriate for their age and stage of development and discussed with parents/carers.

If incidents persist with the same child we will keep the parents informed and work together to resolve the situation.

Each of the rooms will keep an incident sheet for such occurrences (these records are kept in a locked cabinet in the office) and any injured parties will be recorded in the accident book.
This policy will be reviewed annually
